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And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you.
For many shall come in my name, saying, | am Christ; and shall deceive many.
(Matthew 24:4-5)

For years satan has tried to discount the authenticity of God with false teachings,
misinterpretations, and by confusing the simplicity of the Word of God. Today,
he continues his counterproductive quest by going so far as to suggest that Christ
never even existed. The wide world of entertainment has long been his vehicle of
choice in steering the religious and spiritual opinions of men. In movies like The
Exodus, Stigmata, Constantine, The Devil's Advocate, The Omen, The Last
Temptation of Christ, Jesus Christ Superstar, these movies were designed to deal
devastating blows to the Christian faith and challenge the deity and authenticity
of the Christian faith, failing every time, as the Christian faith rises above every
negative word spoken against God and His only begotten Son, Christ Jesus. Yet
again, satan tirelessly delivers another blow—the DaVinci Code. In this movie,
those who are spiritual can spot the fury and desperation of the devil as his
blatant doctrines are plastered across the screen. The lesson tonight is not geared
to steer your opinion one way or another concerning a movie, but rather, to
present the facts and teach you, as a Believer, how not to be swayed by the subtle
teachings and doctrines of devils that are now flooding our airwaves and finding
their way in the cracks and crevices of many of our religious institutions.

The Falsehood of the Gospel as depicted by the DaVinci Code:

1. That early Christians didn’t believe that Jesus was the Son of
God. False.

The council actually met only to clarify Jesus’ divinity, not to create it. |
am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end, the first and the last.
(Rev. 22:13)

3. Jesus was married to Mary Magdelene. False.

There is no mention of this in the Gospels or in history. One reference (in
the Gnostic material) refers to Mary as the “companion” of Jesus, but this
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does not translate to wife or spouse. Throughout scripture, the Bible gives
reference to who Mary Magdalene is, and never mentions or even eludes to
her being married to Jesus. Now when Jesus was risen early the first day
of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had
cast seven devils. Mark 16:9

4. The Bible was invented in the fourth century by the Roman
Emperor Constantine. False.
The Roman Emperor Constantine is mentioned nowhere as it relates to
this fact, no even in the Cambridge History of the Bible. Actually,
Christians recognized the Gospels about 150 years before Constantine.

5. Jesus and Mary bore a child together. False.
This myth first began circulating in 1982 after the book, Holy Blood, Holy
Grail was published. However, there are no historical or biblical
recordings to support this claim.

6. Jesus wasn’t really the Son of God, but instead was more of a
pagan deity or witch. False.
The teachings of Jesus alone, dismantle this myth.

What are “seducing spirits?” A seducing spirit is a spirit that embodies itself
in humans to lead people astray and away from the truth of God.
