2. Do you constantly tell yourself that you can’t afford to pay tithes, 
but you still eat out, buy hair, clothes, and go on trips?  

3. Are you driving your car without insurance?  
4. Have you had to move three or more times within the same year 

for failure to pay your rent?  
5. Are you driving around with 30-day tags, four months later?  
6. Is your driver’s license expired and you haven’t renewed it because 

you don’t have the $20 or $25 to pay for it?  
7. Is your gas tank constantly on “E?”  
8. Are you popping up unannounced at your neighbor’s home

17 And he was afraid, 
and said, How dreadful is this place! this is none other but the house of 
God, and this is the gate of heaven. 18 And Jacob rose up early in the 
morning, and took the stone that he had put for his pillows, and set it up 
for a pillar, and poured oil upon the top of it. 19 And he called the name of 
that place Bethel: but the name of that city was called Luz at the first. 20 
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And Jacob vowed a vow, saying, If God will be with me, and will keep me 
in this way that I go, and will give me bread to eat, and raiment to put on, 
21 So that I come again to my father's house in peace; then shall the LORD 
be my God: 22 And this stone, which I have set for a pillar, shall be God's 
house: and of all that thou shalt give me I will surely give the tenth unto 
thee.

6 For I am the LORD, I change not; therefore ye sons of Jacob are not 
consumed. 7 Even from the days of your fathers ye are gone away from 
mine ordinances, and have not kept them. Return unto me, and I will 
return unto you, saith the LORD of hosts. But ye said, Wherein shall we 
return? 8 Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, 
Wherein have we robbed thee? In tithes and offerings. 9 Ye are cursed 
with a curse: for ye have robbed me, even this whole nation. 10 Bring ye all 
the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and 
prove me now herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the 
windows of heaven, and pour you out a blessing, that there shall not be 
room enough to receive it. 11 And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, 
and he shall not destroy the fruits of your ground; neither shall your vine 
cast her fruit before the time in the field, saith the LORD of hosts. 12 And 
all nations shall call you blessed: for ye shall be a delightsome land, saith 
the LORD of hosts.
